Coffee Agroforestry as Inclusive NbS/EbA

Agroforestry designed to have
multiple benefits (ecosystem
services)

ceremonies during the
demonstration plots



Biogas Digesters as
Inclusive Technology

Biogas digesters in Bajawa have
reduced the need for firewood
collection (and reduce the health
risks related to it) while also
provide fertilizers to the farms.



Next steps and Key takeaways

Next programs must focus on downstream -> how can we
generate economic evidence of community-led EbA

strengthening and enhancing with the right climate
information
